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DEC 1, Friday Linz 

Once the ship arrives in Linz, you’ll have several choices of 
excursions. Opt for a full-day excursion to Salzburg where 
you’ll enjoy a walking tour of the UNESCO-designated Old 
Town, its magnificent cathedral and its Christmas Markets, 
including the Hellbrunn Palace, where its inner courtyard is 
turned into a romantic backdrop for one of the most 
beautiful Christmas Markets in Austria. Alternatively, you 
can join a morning walking tour through Linz’s old city 
center and by the Mozart House, with of course a visit to 
the Christmas Market. You can also choose to visit the 
charming mountain town, Český Krumlov, located just over 
the Czech-Austrian border.

DEC 2, Saturday  Passau, Germany 
During the season of Advent, beautiful Passau dresses in 
her Bavarian holiday splendor.
